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Solemnity of our Lord jesus Christ
king of the universe

The solemnity of Christ the King was es-
tablished in 1925, in the aftermath of the
Great War and the rise of nationalism,
which served to divide people and often
cultures. Since nations put their own self-
interest above all, conflict naturally arose.
Today, nearly one hundred years later, the
powers of the world are no closer to a just
and lasting peace than they were after any
major war. But in Jesus, the King of all
Kings, the ruler of a kingdom that is not of
this world, we have found that just and
lasting peace.

A I'n Revelation we
“has made us into a kingdom” (Revelation
1:6). The kingdom, as Jesus testifies to Pi-
late, is not of this world, in the sense of
belonging to this world. But it is in this
world, for we are the kingdom of God. It is,
therefore, our responsibility, our mission,
to build up that kingdom. We are entrusted
to this mission by our common priesthood,
this identity we received in baptism when
we put on Christ. We may be citizens of
our country, but we belong to the body of
Christ.

A Jesus does not
directly because he realizes a simple an-
swer would be misleading. Both Pilate and
the Jewish authorities hold assumptions
that do not apply to his kingship. He is not
the kind of Messiah the Jewish people
were expecting, nor is he the kind of revo-
lutionary who aimed to take political power
by force. Jesus is beyond both, with a
greater mission and a greater kingdom
than either was expecting.
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In what way is Jesus king of my life? How do

I live in this

kingdom?

Parishioners who are seriously ill or an-
ticipating hospitalization for a serious
illness are requested to call the parish office if they wish to
receive the sacrament. Some hospitals provide full time
priests/chaplains. Patients are regularly visited and offered
the sacrament of the anointing of the sick, as well as daily
Communion.

This, however, presumes inpatient admission. Those pa-
tients who are interested in receiving this sacrament, but
are scheduled for outpatient or same day surgery, should
call the parish office to ensure anointing before going to
the hospital.
